he need for surgery can arise when least expected. 
Ryan Keister of Middleburg knows this from expe-
rience. A physically fit soccer player for most of his 
life, things took a turn when he was injured during 

a college intramural soccer game. Keister’s anterior cruci-
ate ligament (ACL) of his left knee was reconstructed and  
his medial meniscus and lateral meniscus repaired.

Brian Batman, M.D., of SUN Orthopaedic Group,  
performed Keister’s surgery as a same-day procedure at 
Sunbury Community Hospital & Outpatient Center (SCH). 
Preadmission was completed over the telephone, so on 
Keister’s surgery date, he had minimal wait time. 

“The staff throughout the surgical suite was great.  
Dr. Furtado, anesthesiologist, was very friendly and spoke 
to me before and after my surgery.
